ACCI Conference and Housing Check In

Once you arrive you can check in at the Baldwin Hall (Trull Ln N, Kerrville, TX 78028).
This is where you will register and receive your institute materials along with your
housing assignment. To cut down on the amount of walking, you may bring your
luggage with you when you check in as your housing assignment will be in Baldwin Hall.

If you are a commuter participant, you will follow the same procedure by checking in at
Baldwin Hall between 12:00-2:00 PM.

Schedule and App

Download the TACAC app on the App Store or Google Play by searching for "TACAC".
The app is where you will find the detailed schedule, bios of faculty members, and other
important information you need throughout the week. It is also where you will find all of
your materials for the week that you can download to your device to use during the
institute.

Once you have downloaded the app, it should immediately take you to the ACCI page.
If not, select the “More” option at the bottom of the screen, select events, and you
should then see ACCI 2024. You should automatically be prompted to login, if not, click
on the silhouette in the top right corner. This will allow you to access all of the content
within the app including presentation slides and handouts. At this time, updates will be
ongoing until the institute begins, so be sure to refresh each time you enter the app.

Housing
